SOLAR CAR DRAWING AND MODEL NUMBERING CONTROL

Model naming and drawing number control may seem unimportant but if it is neglected early in the project things can become quite confusing as the number of people and computer files grows.

New model

1) Open the Excel file Drawing Number Registry.xls on the Red River Raycer folder on the METSTD drive.

2) Go to the appropriate worksheet based for the area of the car you are working on (see tabs at the bottom of the window).  Note that purchased parts all start with the letter P regardless of which part of the car they are used on.

3) Fill out the appropriate fields and save the file.

4) Create part models in the CAD Work In Progress folder under your own folder. 

5) Create assemblies in the CAD Completed Model folder.  This prevents file location errors that would result if you had moved the assembly model from your CAD Work In Progress folder.

Naming models

1) Model names will be a 4digit number followed by the part name as signed out in Drawing Number Registry.xls.
2) Purchased part follow the same naming style except the 1st digit is the letter P.

3) Unaltered hardware will not have a part number.  The file name will be a description of the component exactly as it would appear on an assembly drawing.

4) Altered hardware will require a part number.

Completed models

1) Once the model is complete, move it to the CAD Completed Model folder so other people can us it when they make assemblies.
